Introduction :

General Features of the Project :

Nirona, Bhukhi, Mathal, Nara, Gajansar, Sanandhro and Godhatad Medium Irrigation
Scheme. is constructed across river Bharud, Bhukhi, Dhadodh, Nara, Panjora, Subhashpar
and Mitiariwali, Tal. Nakhatrana and Lakhpat of District :- Kachchh.

Location :
The Scheme is located near Village Nirona, Devisar, Mathal, Nara,Gajansar, Subhashpar
and Godhatad Tal. Nakhatrana and Lakhpat of District :- kachchh.

Communication :
The nearest place of ordinary marketing is Nakhatrana and Lakhpat is situated @ 10-10 Km.
away from site. Nirona, Bhukhi, Mathal, Nara, Gajansar, Sanandhro and Godhatad Medium

Irrigation Scheme Site is approached by Village Road.

Brief description of Work : (Scope)
(i Work to be executed. / scope.

Providing Services of manpower for operation of flood during Monsoon — 2026-27
for Nirona, Bhukhi, Mathal, Nara, Gajansar, Sanandhro and Godhatad Medium
Irrigation Scheme.

(ii) Principal details of work:-

Works to be performed for the various items are narrated in Schedule-B. The above
information is only in general out line and does not an any way limit, the performance
of all work and supply of machinery, all labours and materials necessary for
completing the work as shown in approved working drawing and mentioned in
specifications. The set of drawings supplied with tender are only the general drawing
to indicate nature of work, construction details for various cross drainage, work and
canal earth work will be supplied in course of execution. No extra payment or claim
on account of any additional or alternation in working drawings shall be admissible.

Labour:

Easy availability of irrigated / local labours except during showing and harvesting period of
agricultural. However, there may be shortage of skilled labour like mesons, carpenters,
operators, mechanics, etc. The contractors shall have to make his own inquires in this regard
and quote his rates accordingly.

Housing:

Area being highly rural there is no local housing arrangements available and contractor will
have to make his own arrangements for his staff and labour etc. in the area as may be
available on rental basis as per clause 57 of the tender.
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Water Supply:
The contractor shall have to make his own arrangements of water supply for this work. Use of
fresh potable water for work will be allowed free of cost to the contractor from the river length
flowing in construction area and area transferred Water Resources Department. Pumping,
purification, storage tank, pipe line etc. for the said purpose will be arranged by the contractor
at his own cost.

Drainage:

Suitable and adequate arrangements shall have to be made by the contractor for drainage of
rain water around his colony and work spots. The contractor shall also have to install and
maintain at his own cost suitable drainage system to dispose off sewage and seepage water
from his colony. The drainage layout system shall be got approved from the Engineer-in-
charge.

Camp Regulations:

The contractor shall be responsible for maintaining law and order in his camp and on his work
and shall employ such officers, watchman or other persons who will observe the rules &
regulations; it shall be excluded from the camp & the work. If in the opinion (which shall not be
questioned) of the Engineer-in-charge any employee or agent of the contractor in miss
behave and / or causes observation in the proper execution, the contractor shall on receipt of
the instruction of do so remove him from the premises.

Medical Aid:

There is no dispensary on project site, how ever, there is a Government hospital in
Nakhatrana @ Lakhpat 10-10 Kms from work site. The services of this hospital will be
available to contractor’s staff and labour on payment of required charges may be required to

be paid.

Electrical Power:
The contractor at his own cost shall arrange power supply. The department do not give any

guarantees for power supply.

Roads:
The contractor shall construct and maintain the inspection roads and roads for all purpose
required during construction at his own cost. There will however, be no charge for any

reasonable use of any road constructed by Government of site of work.

Post Telegraphs and Telephone:
A post office is available in Nakhatrana @ Lakhpat 10-10 @ Kms distance apart from Dam

Site. Contractor shall make their own arrangement for telephone if required at his own cost.

Bank Facilities:

Branches of State Bank of India and Schedule Bank are available at Nakhatrana and Lakhpat
Supply of Petrol & Diesel:

There is petrol pump & Diesel pump at Village :- Nakhatrana M.I.S. @ 10 Km. away & For
Lakhapat M.l.S. @ 10 km from Dam site.

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SPECIAL CONDITION FOR CONSTRUCTION MATERIAL ETC.

ACCURACY OF LINES, LEVELS AND GRADES :

The various works shall be done true to the line, levels and grade. The periodical
checking of these works by the government staff shall not absolve the
contractor of his responsibility regarding the accuracy of lines, levels and grades. In
case of any deviation or discrepancy in line, level or grade at the meeting faces, the
contractor shall have to make good the discrepancy at his own cost and without any
extra compensation for the additional work involved. Whenever such discrepancy is
found to arise at the junction of works of different contractors, the responsibility to set
right such discrepancy lies with contractors concerned. The engineer in charge shall
further have been unquestioned right if need to be rectify the discrepancies and
recover the cost from the contractor or contractors according to proportion as he may
consider reasonable.

ASSISTANCE IN PROCUREMENT OF PROPERTIES, PERMITS, IMPORT
LICENCE, EXCHANGE FACILITIES ETC.:

Generally, it shall not be realized in the normal course by the department for
providing assistance in purchase of Tools & Plants and Machineries required for the
execution of work, contracted for.

However, the engineer in charge, on request by the contractor shall assist in the
procurement of necessary import license, exchange facilities etc. for importing
necessary plants & machineries, which is not locally available and engineer in charge
deemed it in the interest of work ant its progress. The government shall not however,
be responsible for non availability of any of the above facilities or delay. The
contractor's application for import license etc., will be scrutinized by the engineer in
charge regarding the responsibility of the government etc and recommendations will
be made as deem fit. The decision of engineer in charge in this regard shall be final

and no claim either in cost or delay in time will be admissible.

SECURITY MEASURES:

In view of the strategic importance of all the project and installations, security
restriction may be imposed by the engineer in charge as per directions of the security
authorities and the contractor shall abide by, to implement all such instructions
scrupulously. In case a system of identity cards with photos is introduced, than the
contractor shall have to provide the same to his personal at his cost. The identity

cards shall be dully sign by engineer in charge. The contractor shall also keep

informed regarding all visitors and obtain permits for their visitors. No unauthorised

visitors will be allowed on site of work.

APPLICABILITY OF SPECIFICATIONS:

Considering the common general item required in executive of irrigation project,
general subject wise specifications has been drawn and provide separately with the
tender This provisions suitably provides requirements of execution of each
component of work in general, consistent with the present practice of the scope of
work & more of execution and standards to be observed etc for the work. To avoid
descriptive matter, suitable reference for the relevant IS ( BIS )

code or otherwise is also specified. The whole idea is to guide the tenderer regarding
the execution of work, so as to quote his rates accordingly.

The general subject wise specifications are further supplemented in separate chapter
to cover the item wise specification of work as per the Schedule - B of the tender.
These item wise specifications shall cover the applicable provision of the general
specification, considering the item description as per Schedule - B. Over and above
this, the specific requirement of each item such as applicable lead and lift, proportion
of concrete & mortar mix, description about the execution of the item in detail and
other applicable aspects will be covered in DETAIL / ITEMWISE specification.
Intending tenderers are there for requisted to read the tender papers on above lines

and quote their rates.

DEWATERING AND DIVERSION AS AND WHERE NEEDED:

If, there is no separately provision for dewatering and diversion of water during
construction in the fair weather as well as in the monsoon, the rates of respective
item of works quoted by the contractor shall be consider inclusive of dewatering and
diversion of minor nature as and where needed. In such condition, no extra payment
shall be made for dewatering and diversion of water. Also no payment shall be made
for any part of earth work of materials washed away or damaged during monsoon or
other period and it shall have to be made good by the contractor at his own cost. It is
the responsibility of the contractor to make good or repair any government property,
materials to be utilized for the work or completed part of present work damaged
during the construction period. The general technical specification for "care and

diversion" shall be applicable.

APPLICABLE PUBLICATIONS :

All methods or procedure for execution of different items of work shall confirm to the
IINDIAN STANDARD ( IS ) now renamed as BUERO OF INDIAN STANDARD (BIS)
Specifications. The lates addition shall be followed. Some of the important IS

publications are listed below. The provisions of these IS specifications shall be

applicable.

RECOVERIES

Deductions form running account bill of the following items shall be made to the extant

mentioned against each item.

(A) - GENERAL TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION

In the specification "as directed / approved" shall be taken to mean as
directed / approved" by Engineer in charge.

Whenever a reference to any Indian standard appear in the specifications, it
shall be taken to mean as reference to the latest edition to the same in force on
date of arrangement.

In "mode of measurement" in the specification, whenever a dispute arise in the
balance specific mentioned of a particular point as aspect, the provision on
these particulars points, or aspects in the relevant Indian standards shall be
referred to.

All measurements and computations, unless otherwise specified, shall be

carried out nearest to the following limits.

1. Length, width and depth (height) 0.01 meter
2. Areas 0.01 sgmt.
3. Cubic contents (except wood) 0.01 cumt.

In recording dimensions of work, the sequence of length, width and height

(depth) or thickness shall be followed.

The distance which constitutes lead shall be determined along the shortest
particular route and not necessarily the route actually taken. The decision of the
Engineer in Charge in this regard shall be taken as final.

Where no lead is specified, it shall mean "all leads".

Lift shall be measured from bottom level.

Definite particulars covered in the items of work, though not mentioned or
elucidated in it, specification shall be deemed to be included the

Reference to the specifications of materials as made in the detailed
specifications of materials of the items of work is in the form of a designation
containing the number of the specification of the material and prefix "M".
Approval to the samples of various materials given by the Engineer in Charge
shall not absolve the contractor from the responsibility of replacing

defective materials brought on site of materials used in the work found

defective at a later date. The contractor shall have not to claim to pay any such
materials being rejected by the Engineer in Charge.

The contract rate of the item of work shall be for the work completed in all
respects.

No collection of materials shall be made before it is got approved from Engineer

Collection of approved materials shall be done at site of work in systematic
manner. Materials shall be stored in such a manner as to prevent damage,
deterioration or instruction of foreign matter as to prevent and to insure the
preservation of their quality and fitness for the work.

Materials if and when rejected by the Engineer in Charge shall be immediately
removed from the site of work.

No materials shall be stored prior to, during and after execution of structure in
such a way as to cause or lead damage or overloading of various components
of the structure.

All works shall be carried out in workman like manner as per the list technique
for the particular item.

All tools. templates, machinery's and equipment for correct of the work as well
as for checking line, levels, alignment of the works during execution shall be
kept in sufficient numbers and in good working condition on the site of work.
The contractor shall be responsible for observing the rules and regulations
imposed under the Minor Minerals Act and such other laws and rules
prescribed by Govt. from time to time.

All necessary safety measures and precaution (including these) laid down in the
various relevant Indian standard shall be taken to ensure the safety of men,
materials and machinery on the work as also of the work itself.

Approval to any of the executed items for the work does not in any way relive
the contractor of his responsibility for the correctness, soundness and strength

of the structure as per the drawings and specifications.

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(B) STANDARD & GENERAL SPECIFICATION

General :

All the items occurring in the work and as found necessary during actual
execution shall be carried out in the best workman like manner as per
specifications as below and as per written orders of the Engineer in Charge.

A work order book as prescribed by Engineer in Charge shall be maintained on
the site of work and contractor shall carry out it properly.

The contractor shall engage authorized representative who shall be responsible
and competent for managing the work. He shall instruction from the Engineer in
Charge out the same.

Quantities specified in the tender may very at the time of actual execution and
the contractor shall have no claim for compensation on account of such
variation.

Unexecuted length of canal shall be left wherever so required by the
department during the currency of the contract. These portion shall be
executed as and when required before completion of the whole work.

Diversion for road if necessary shall be provided and maintained by the
contractor during the currency of contract at no extra cost.

No trees shall be cut without permission of the Engineer in Charge.

The work shall be executed strictly in accordance with plans and specifications.
Only the best materials and sound construction shall be permitted and every
portion of work shall be executed in a through workman like manner.

The drawing prepared general guidance and indication and changes either
minor or major are likely to take place. No claim for extra payment shall be
made by the contractor for such changes.

The quantities in the schedule are only estimated quantities and during
execution they may increase or decrease. Any claim put forward for this
variation in quantity shall be as per clause no 14 of B-1 forms.

The rejected materials shall be removed from the site within 24 hours. If they
are not removed within period, the same will removed at the contractor's risk
and cost by the department.

The work is in important and this fact shall be constantly borne in mind by the
contractors and his workers. Works not specified above shall be carried out
according to instruction of the Engineer-in-charge.

The works require constant attention for line, levels and workmanship and hence
contractor shall have to keep the experienced technical staff on the work. The
contractor has to supply the necessary materials and labour for the line and
levels work at his own cost.

The contractor unless otherwise specified and providing in the contract shall be
pay all duties, tools, quarry, fees, royalties and taxes on all materials and
articles they may use. The rate quoted by the contractor shall be considered
inclusive of all such duties, fees, royalties, taxes etc.
