employer, his agent or servants. the contractor shall indemnify and keep indemnified
the employer against all such damages and compensations, other than those for which
the employer is liable as aforesaid, and against all claims ,proceeding, damages,
costs, charges, and expenses what so ever in respect there of or in relation thereto.
