The plants, equipment and materials, held under this clause shaill then be at the
disposal of the Government to recover the amount equivalent to the liquidated damages and reqistration of the contractor
shall be kept in abeyance for three years from the date as fixed in all such cases.

The Engineer-in-charge if necessary shall direct that a part or the whole of such plant, equipment and material be removed
from the site within a stipulated period. If the Contractor fails to do so, the Engineer-in-charge shall cause them or any part
of them to be seld holding the net proceeds of such sale to the credit of the Contractor. After settlement of accounts, the
lien by the Government of the contractor’s remaining plant equipment and balances of materials shall be reieased.
Termination of the contract in whole shall be an adequate autherity for the Engineer-in-charge to demand discharge of the

obligations from the guarantors of the security for the performance.

If the progress of any particular portion of the work under Contract is unsatisfactory, the Engineer-in-charga
shall, notwithstanding that the general progress of the work is satisfactory. in accordance with Clause 2 be enfitled to take
necessary action under Clause 3, after giving the Ceontractor ten day’s notice in writing and the contractor shall have no
claim whatscever for any compensation for any loss caused o him due to such action. :

In the event of the Engineer-in-charge taking action under clause 3, he may, if so desire, lake possession
of all or any tocis, plants, machineries, materials and sicres in or upon the work or the site thereof or belonging to the
contractor or procured by him and intended to be used for the execution of the work or any part thereof, by paying or
allowing for the same in account at the contract rate or in case of contract rates not being applicable at such reasonable
rales, as may be comparable to current market rates wiiere ascerlainable of similar articles and comparable condition, to
be cert:ied by the Engineer-in-charge. In the alternative the Engineer-in-charge may by notice in writing to the contractor
or his clerk of the works foreman or other authorised agent require him fo remove such tools, plants, machineries, materials
or siores from the premises within a time to be specified in such notice and in the event of the contractor failing to comply
with any such requisition, the Engineer-in-charge may remove them at the contractor's expense or shall remove them by
auction or private sale at the risk and cost of the contractor in all respects, and the certificate of the Engineer-in-charge as
to the expenses of any such removal and the amount of the proceeds and expenses of any such removal shall be final and

conclusive against the contractor.

Extension of time : If the confractor shall desire an extension of the time for completion of the work on the
ground of his having been unavoidably hindered in ifs execution or any other ground he shall apply in writing to’ the
Engineer-in-charge before the expiration of the period stipulated in the tender or before the expiration of 30 days from the
date on which he was hindered whichever is earlier and the Engineer-in-charge may, if in his apinion, believe that there are
reasonable grounds for granting an extension, grant such exiension, as he thinks necessary or proper. The d2cision of the
Engineer-in-charge in this matter shall be final.

Such campensation will be paid only
for actual loss for matarials, if such materials so purchased or agreed to purchase is of required quantity/quality and was
purchased { contracted to be purchased erily for the same work. But no compensatian shall be granted to contractar on
matarial for which advance has been given to contractor by Government.

Time limit for unforeseen claims : The contractor shall not be enfitied to any compensation from Government
on any account unless whare allowed by the conditions of this contact. In such cases, the contractor shall have to submit
a claim in writing to the Engineer-in-charge within one month of the cause of such claim occuring.

Al:tiun & compensation in case of bad work : If, at any fime before the expiry of Defects Liabinty period as
detailed in Clause 17-A. It shall appear o the Enginear-in-charge or his sub-ordinate in charge of the work that‘any work has
been executed unsound, imperfect or unskilled workmanship or with materials of inferior guality or that any materials or
articles provided by him for the execution of the work are unsound, or-of a quality inferior to that contracted for or are
otherwise not in accordance with the contiact, it shall be lawful for the Engineer-in-charge to intimate this fact in wrting to
the contractor and then notwithstanding the fact that the work, materials or articles complained of may have been passed,
certified and paid for the contractor shall be bound forthwith to rectify. or remove and reconstruct the work so specified in
whole or in part as the case may require, or if so required, shall remove the materials or articles so specified in whole or in
part and provide other proper and suitable materials or articles at his own charge and cost, and in the event of his failing to
