SECTION 2: INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS (ITT)
A. General

1.SCOPE OF TENDER

The purpose of these instructions is to serve as guide lines to Tenderers while
submitting their e-tender for Inventory and survey of Forest Land of Ballari and
Kalaburugi Forest circles which includes, forest boundaries survey and Demarcation
works of required specification, during the year 2026-27 as described in the e-Tender
notification No.A2/BUD/D&P/WPRT/TENER.P/CR-03/2026-27, Dated:04/06/2026.

2.ELIGIBLE TENDERS
For determining the eligibility of Tenderer, the following conditions are to be satisfied:

2.1)Tenderers shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent
practices issued by the Government of Karnataka as on the last date of submission of
tender.

2.2)Tenders from joint Ventures are not accepted

2.3)Additional restrictions may also be imposed on the eligibility of the bidders in
accordance with the directions of Government of Karnataka from time to time.

2.4)Conditions for submission of Tenders by a Tenders from a Country which shares
Land Border with India. Any Bidder from a country which shares a land with India will
be eligible to bid in this Tender only if the Bidder is registered with the Competent
Authority.

2.5)A certificate for having read the above clauses it required to be submitted by the
Tenderer separately.




Z. Yuaiiiication oI tne r1enaerer

3.1) The tenderer should establish their competence and capacity based on the
following qualification criteria. The qualification information should be submitted in the
format prescribed for qualification information of tenderer.

3.2) Tenderer in its name should have in the last five years:

a) Achieved at least in Two financial years a minimum financial turnover of usually not
less than the two times of estimated annual payments in this contract.

b) Satisfactorily completed at least 50% of this contract, as a prime contractor for
Forest Inventory, Survey and Demarcation Works.

3.3) Each Tenderer should further demonstrate
A) Availability of owning the following key and critical equipment for this work.

i) An experience certificate from the competent authority not below the rank of Deputy

If the tender of the successful tenderer is seriously unbalanced in relation to the
estimate of the cost of the work to be performed under the contract, which may
require the tenderer to produce detailed price analyses for any or all items of the
Bill of Quantities, to demonstrate the internal consistency of those prices with
the construction methods and schedule proposed. After evaluation of the price
analyses, if require that the amount of the performance security set forth in
clause 29 be increased at the expense of the successful Tenderer to a level
sufficient to protect against financial loss in the event of default of the successful
completion of work under the contract.

After opening the Financial Tenders, TIA shall compare the tenders offered by
different tenderers excluding GST.

In case more than one tenderer quotes the same lowest rate, the tenderer

20.1) The Contract will be awarded to the successful Tenderer whose Tender has been
determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined as the lowest
evaluated tender, provided further that the Tenderer is determined to be qualified to
perform the Contract satisfactorily.

21. Acceptance of any Tender and to reject any or all Tender
