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PREAMBLE :

In the Government Order read at (5) above, certain modifications were made to
the clauses of Standard Tender Documents prescribed in Government Order read at
(1) above, to facilitate the participation of the tenderers belonging to Scheduled

Caste/Scheduled Tribes category in the tender of construction works up to Rs.50.00
lakhs.

Further, first proviso under Section 6 of Karnataka Transparency in Public
Procurements (KTPP) Act, 1999 has been amended vide Karnataka Act 23 of 2023
with effect from 29.03.2023 and the value of the Construction Works to be tendered
among the tenderers belonging to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribes category has
been enhanced from Rs.50.00 lakhs to Rs.1.00 crore.

In view of the above, it has been decided to further modify the clauses of
Standard Tender Documents and issue an order in supersession of the earlier Order

read at (5) above.
