prejudice to the night of the Purchaser or Consignea, on Purchaser's bahaif. 1o
rejact the matenal as per Wananty! Guarantee Clause (Clause 10) within the
period specified therain

(€) The provisions contained in Clause 11 relating to the removal of Goods rejected
by the Inspacting Officér shall mutatis mutandis apply to Goods rejected by the
Consignee as herein provided.

(d) Where under a Contract, the price payable is fixed on FOR station of
dispatch or Ex-Works basis, the Coniracior shall, if the Goods are rejected at
destination by the Consignee, be fiable, in addition lo his other liabilities, to
reimburse fo the Purchaser the freight paid by the Purchaser

4.3 Sub-letting and Assignment:
(@) The Contractor shall not. save with the previous cansant in writing of the

Purchaser, sub-iat, transfer or assign the Confract or any part thereof or
interes! thersin or benefit or advantage thareof in any manner whatsosver.
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{b) Sub-Contracting does not amount to Sub-lefting or Assignment or Transfer

(c) If the Contractor sub-lete or assigns or iransfers the Contract or any part
thereof without such permission, the Purchaser shall be entitied, and it shal
be lawful on his part. to treat ¢ as a breach of Confradt and avail any or all
remedies there under The decsion of the Purchaser in ths regard shall be
final and binding on the Contractor.

4.4 Changes in Constitution of the Contractor:

Where the Contractor is a partnership firm, the following restrictions shall apply to
changes in the constifution during the execution of the Contract:

(8) A new partner shall not be introduced in the fim excapt with the ptior consen!
in writing of the Purchaser, which shall be granted only upon execution of a
written undentaking by the new partner o perfarm the Contract and accept all
labdities incurred by the firm under the Contract before the dale of such
undertaking.

{b) On the death or retirement of any panner of the Contractor firm before the
complete performance of the Contract, the Purchaser may. at his option,
terminate the Contract and in such case the Contracior shall have no claim
whatsoever for any compensation against the Purchaser,

{c) If the Contract is nol determingd as provided in Sub-clause (b) above
notwithstanding the retwement of a parner from the firm he shall continue to
be liable under the Contract for acts of the firm until @ copy of the public notice
glven by him under Section 32 of the Partnership Act, 1932 has baen sent by him
to the Purchaser by regstered post acknowledgement due

(d) The decision of tha Purchaser as to any matter or thing concaxning or ansing out
of this sub-clause or on any question whether the Contractor or any partner
of the Contractor firm has committed a breach of any of the conditions in this
sub- clause contained shall be final and binding on the Contractor

4.5 Assistance to the Contractor:

(@) The Contractor shall be solely responsible to procure any matenal or obtan
any import or other heance or parmit required for the fulfilment of the Contract and
the grant by the Purchaser or any other authority of a quota certificale or pemit
required under any law for distribution or acquisition of iron and steel or any other
commadily or any other form of assistance in the procurement of the material
aferesald or any attempt to render assistance in the matter aloresald, shall not be
construed as a representation on the part of the Purchaser that the material
covered by such licence or permit or quota certificate = available or constitute
any promise, underaking or assurance on the par of the Purchaser regarding
the procurameant of the same or effact any variation in the rights and labllities of
the parties under the Contract.

(b) Howsver_ if by reason of any such assistance as aforesaid, the Contracior obtains
any materials at less than their market price or the cost of production of the
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Goods Is lowered, the price of the Goods payable under the Contract  ghall be
reduced proportionately and the sxtent of such reduction shall be determined by
the Purchaser whose decizion shall be final and binding on the Cantractor

(¢) Every elffort made by the Purchaser to supply, of give assistance in the
procutement of maternals, whether from the Government stock or by Purchaser
under a permit o release order issued by or on behalf of or under authority from
Government or by any officer empowerad i that behalf by law or under other
amangements made by the Purchaser shall be deemed lo be subject to the
condition that it will be performed with due regard 1o the other demands and only
it s found practicable o do so within the stipulatad fime and the decizion of
the Purchaser whether it was prachicable to supply or ghve assistance as
aforesaid or not shall be final and binding on the Contractor.

4.6 Charges for Wark Necessary for Completion of the Contract:

The Cantractor shall pay all charges for handling. stampmg, painting. marking. proteching
of presarving patent rights drawings, lempiates. models and gauges and for all such
measures as the Furchaser or the Inspecting Officer may deem necessary for the
proper complation of the Confracl though special provision therefore may not be
made in the specification or drawings.

4.7 Use of Raw Materials secured with Government Assistance:

{a) Accountability of Government-Assisted Raw Materials

{) Where any raw material is procured for the execution of a Contract with
ha assistance of the Government rendered in the form of permil, or licence
or quota certificalel essentiality cedificate or release order issued by or
on behalf of or under the authonty of the Governmeant or by an officer

{i)  Where the rew material is issued to the Contractor from Govemment stock,
or

(W) Where advance payments are made to the Coniracior fo enable him to
purchase the raw maternal, or

(V) Whers aw matenal is arrenged by the Government,

] Shall hold such matenal as trustas for the Governmant,

(i Shall use such matental economically and solely for the purpose of the
Contract

(ir)  ‘Shaill not dispose of the same without the pravious permission inwriting
of the Purchaser, and

{(w) Shall render due account of such maiensl and metum to the
Government st such place as the Purchaser may direct all surpius or
unserviceable materal that may be left after the completion of the Contract
or its terminabion for any reason whalsoever.
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On returning sich matenial. the Contractor shall be entitied to such price therefor
as the Purchaser may fix. having regard to the condition of such material

() Where the Contract is terminated due fo any default on the part of the Conlracior,
the Contractor shall pay all transport charges incurred for returming any material
up o such destination as may be determined by the Purchaser and the decision
of the Purchaser in (hat behalf shail be final and binding on the Contractor.

() If tha Contractor commits breach of any of the conditions in this clause specified, he
shall. without prejudice to any other liabilty, penal or olherwise, be hable to
account fo the Govemment for all moneys, advantages o profits aceruing from or
which. in the usual course, would have accrued to him by reason of such braach,

(d) Whare the Goods manufactured or fabnealed by the Contractor out of the material
arranged or procured by or on behalf of the Govemment are rejected, the
Contractor shall, without prejudice to any other right ar remiedy of the Government
pay to the Government, on demand, the cost price or markel value of all such
matenals whichever is graster

4.8 Risk of Loss or Damage 1o Government or Purchaser's Property:

(a) Al the property of the Govemment or Purchaser loaned, whether with or
without deposit on terms and conditions to be separately agreed upon in  respect
of each particular Contract, to the Contractor in connection with the Contract shall
reman the property of the Government or the Puchaser as the case may be
The Contractor shall use such property for the purpose of the execution of the
Cantract and for no other purpose whatsoever.

(b) All such property shall be deemad to be in good condition whan recaived by
the Contractor unless he shall have within twenty-four hours of the receipt thereof
notified the Purchase Officer to the contrary. If the Contraclor fails to notify any
defect in the condition or guality of such property, he shall be deemed 1o have
lost the night to do so at any subsequent slage.

(c) The Contractor shall retum all such property and shall be responsible for the
full value thereol to be assessed by the Purchaser whose decision shall be
final and binding on the Contractor. The Contractar shall be kable for loss or
damage to such property from whatever cause happening while such property s
inthe possassion of or under the conlrol of the Coniractor, hus servants workman
or agents

(d) Whare such property is insured by the Contractor aganst lpes or fire at the
reques! of the Governmenl or Purchaser such inswance shall be deamad to
be affacted by way of additional Precaution and shall not prejudice the fiabiity of
the Contractor as gloresaid.

4.9 Confidentiality, Secrecy and Intellectual Property Rights (IPR):
(a) Confidentiality:
Al documents, drawihgs samples, dala, associated correspondence or othes
information fumished by or on behall of the Purchaser to the Conlractor, in
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connastion with the Contract. whether such information has besn furnished
before. during or following completion or termination of the Confract, are
canfidential and shall remain the property of the Purchaser and shall not, without
the prior written consent of Purchaser neither be divulged by the Contractor fo
any third party, nor be used by hum for any purpose ofher than the design,
procutamant, or other services and work required for the performance of Lhis
Contract. |l advised by the Purchaser, all copies of all such information in
onginal shall be retumed on campletion of the Centractor's performance and
obligatons under this Contract

(b) Secrecy:
If the Contract declares the subject matter of this Contract as coming under
the Official Sacrets Act 1923 or if the Contract is marked as ‘Secref’, the
Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that all persons
employed in any connection with the Contract have acknowledped their
reguiations framed theraunder

(c) Intellectual Property Rights:

All deliverabiss oulpuls, plans, drawings, specifications. designs, reports and
other documents and software submitted by the Contractor under this Contract
shall become and remain the property of the Purchaser and subject lo laws of
copyright and must not be shamed with third partes or reproduced. whethsr in
whale or parnt, without tha Purchasar's paior written consent The Contractor shall,
not later than upon termination or expiration of this Contract. defiver all such
documents and software to the Purchaser, together with a detalled Inventory
thereaf. The Contractor may refain a copy of such documents and software
but shall not use i for any comimercial purpose.

(d) Obligations of the Contractor;

{fi Without the Purchase«'s prior written consent, the Contractor shali not uase the
information mentionad above except for the sole purpose of performing this
Contract

(i) The Contractor shall treat and mark all information as confidential (or
Secrel. as the case may) and shall nol without the written consent of the
Purchasar, divulge to any person othes than the person(s) employed by
the Contactor in lhe performance of the Contract Further, any such
disciosure 1o any such employed person shall be made in confidance and only
so far a= necessary for such performance for this Confract.

(i) Natwithstanding the abave. the Contractor may fumish to its holding company
or its Sub Contractor(s) such documents. data. and other information it
raceives from the Purchaser 10 the extant required for performing the
Contract. In this event, the Coniractor shall obtsin from such holding
company/ Sub-Contractor(s) an undartaking of corfidentiality (or secrecy —
as the case may be) similar to that imposad on the Contractor under the
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above clausas.

(iv) The abligation of tha Contracior under sub-clauses abova. however. shall not
apply to infarmalion that

(1)the Contractor needs to share with the Insttution(s) participating In
the financing of the Contract:

(2) now o hareafter |s or enfers the public domain through no faull of
Contractor,;

{3) can be proven to have been possessed by the Contractor at the

tirme of disclosure and which was not previously oblained, directly or
inciirectly, from the Purchasar, or

(4) otherwise lawfully becomas available to the Contractor from a third
party that has no obligation of confidentialty.

(e) The above prowisions shall not in any way modify any underiaking of
confidentialty (or Secrecy — as the case maybe) given by the Contractor
befora the date of the Contract in respect of the Conlract/ the Tender
Document or any part thereof.

{fi The provsions of this clause shall survive the compléetion or termination of the
Contract for any reason.

410 Indemnity for breach of Intellectual Property Rights (IPR):

(8) The Contractor shall at all bmes indemnify and hold harmiess, free of costs,
the Purchasar and s employees and officers from and against all suits,
actions of administrative proceedings. ciams, demands, icsses, damages, costs
and expanses of any nature, intluding attomey’s fees and axpenses, which may
arse in respect of the Goods provided by the Contractor under this Contract, as
8 result of any infringeiment or allaged Infringement of any patent, utility modal,
regstered design, copyright or other Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) or
trademarks, registered or otherwise existing on the date of the Contract arsing
out of or in connection with:

(i) any design, data, drawing, specification, or other documents or Goods
provided or designed by the Contractor for or on behalf of the Purchaser.

(i) The sale by the Purchaser m any country of the products produced by the
Goods supplied by the Contractor, and

{li) The installation of the Goods by the Contractor or the use of the Goods by
the Purchaser

{b) Such indamnity shall not cover any use of the Goods or any part theraof or
&ny products produced thereby:

(1) other than for the purpose indicated by or o be reasonably Inferred from
the Contract

(i) m assocation or combination with any other equipment. plant, or matanals
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not supplied by the Contractor.

(c) If any proceedings are brought, of any claim is made sgainst the Purchaser
ansing out of the matters referred above, the Purchaser shall notify the Contractor
of the same and the Contractor shall, at his own expense, either settie any such
dispute or conduct any itigation thal may anse therafrom.

(d) i the Contractor fails to notify the Purchaser within twenty-eght (28) days after
recelving such notice that he intends to conduct any such proceedings or claim,
then the Purchaser shall be free to conduct the same on his behalf at the risk and
cost to the Contraclor.

(#) At the Contractor s request, the Purchaser shall a®ord sl available assistance to
the Contractor in conducting such proceedings or claim and shall be reimbursad
by the Contractor for ail reasonable expenses incumred in so doing,

) The Centractor shall not be fiable for payment of any royally, licence fee or other
expenses in respact of or for making use of patents or designs with respect to
which he is acoording to the terms of the Contract. to be treated as an agent of
the Government for the purposs of making use of patent or trade mark for
fuifilment of the Contract,

4.11 Packing:

(2) The Contractor shall pack at his own cost the Goods sufficiently and properly
for transit by rallroad, air and/or sea as provided in the Contract so as 1o ensure
thair being free from loss or damage or adverse impact on guality on arrival al
their destination

(b} Uniess otherwise provided in the Contracl, all contamers (including packing
cases, boxes, 4ins, drums and wrappings) in which the Goods are supplied by the
Contractor, shall be considered as non-retumable and their cost as having been
inciuded in the Contract prics.

(e} If the Contract provides that the containers shall be retumable. they must be
marked ‘returnable’ and they will be returnad to the Conlractor a& per temms of
the Contract

(d) If the Contract provides that retumable containers shall be separately charged,
thay shall be involced by the Contractor at the price specified in scoeptance of
tender. In such cases, the Contractor shall give full credit for the invoiced
-amount if the containers are retumed to the Contractor. Return of containers shall
be made within a reasonable time and in the event of any dispute or difference
arsing as to whether the conlainers were so retumed, the decision of the
Purchaser therson shall be final and binding and the Purchaser may, in his
discretion award, such compensations as may in his opmion be proper for any
undue delay in retuming the containers

(e} Esch bake o package daliverad under the Contract shall be marked by the
Contractor at his own expense. Such marking shall be distinet (3ll previcus
itrelevant marking being carefully cblilerated) and shall clearly indicate the

4.12 Freight:
If as par Contract conditions, freight is to be bomne by the Purchaser at actual, the
goods shall be booked by the mos! economical route or mast economical tariff
available at the time of dispatch as the case may be. Fallure 1o do so will render
he Caontractot liable for any avoidable expenditure caused 1o the Purchaser.

5. Samples:
5.1 Advance Sample:

{a) Whare an advanhce sample is required 1o be approved under ine terms of tha
Contract, the Contractor shall submit the sample free of cost to the Inspecting
Officer within the time spacified in the Contract

(bj i the Contractor is unable to do g0, he must apply immadiately to the Office
issuing the Conltract for extension of time stating the reasons for the delay. If
the Purchaset is satisfied that 3 reasonable ground for an extension of tme exists,
he may allow such additonal time as he considers lo be justified (and his
decision shall be final) with or without alteration in the delivery period stipulated
in the Contract and on such condibons as he deems fit

(e In the event of the failure of the Contractor o deliver the advance sampie by
the date specified in the Contract or any other date lo which the time may be
extended as aforesaid by the Purchaser or of the rejection of tha sample, the
Purchaser shall be entited o 18mminate the Contract and take further action
as per the provisions of Clause 13.

(d) Unless otherwise provided i the Contract. all samples required for test shall
be supplied by the Contractor free of cost Where sample, which Is supplied frae,
is rejecled afler axamination and tesl, the Contractor shall amangs for caliection
of the same or whatever remains of the sample, sfter sxamination and test within
three months of the date of such rejsction

{=) Where under the Contract, the Contractor is réquired 10 submit an advance

i
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sample, any expenses incurmed by the Contractor on or in connection with the
praduction of Goods in bulk, before the sample has been approved
uneonditionally, shall be borne by the Contractor and he shall not claim any
compensation in the event of such sample being found unacceptable by the
Inspecting Cfficer

N Where the Contract does not require any advance sample to be approved, the
Contractor may before proceed with bulk manufacture or delivery of the
Goods, f he so desires, submil lo the Inspacling Officer for inspection a
sample of the Goods in which case a quantity not less than one percent (1%)
of the total quantity to be supplied uniess ctherwise authorized by the Inspecting
Officer shall be submitted. The Contractor shall not, however, be entitled to be
shown any consideration or give any extension of time of claim to be
exoneraled from completing the dealivery within the stipulated period only on the
ground of delay in the approval of any such sampla

(g) If under the Contract. the supplies are governed by a sealed pattem. the
Contractor shall be bound to examine such pattem before prepanng a sample or
manufactunng the Goods in bulk as the case may ba.

(h) If the Contractor submits a sample whether with, before or after the tender,
the same ghall not govern the standard of supply except when it has been
specifically statad so in the acceptance of tender

il Marking: Samples submitted shall be cleardy labelled with the Contractor's name
and address and the Coniract number

() The rejection of the sample by the Inspecting Authority or Inspecting Officer or
Consignas shall be final and binding on the Contractor.

5.2 Loan of Sample:

(a) i & certified sample = lent to the Contracior. it will bear a label contsining inter
alia variations known 1o the Inspecting Officer between the sald sample and
the Goods desired. If the Contractor finds any further varistion batween the
certified sample and the particilars of spacifications mentionad in the Contract
he shall at once refer the matter to the Inspecting Officer and the Contraciors
shall also give intimation of such discrepancy to the Purchase Officer The
Contractor shall follow the instructions of the Inspecting Officer as to what samgple
of paiticulars should guide the produchon of Goods and the decision of the
Inepecting Officar in the mattar shall be final and binding on the Contractor

() The Contractor shall not detach the said label from the certified sample and if for
any reasons the sad label gets delached the Contractor shall at once retum
the caitfied sample to the Inspecting Officer for altaching a fresh label

6. Inspection:

6.1 Pre-dispatch Inspection of Goods:

(a) When inspection during manufacture or before deflvery or dispatch is required.
nofice through the onlme portal of the Purchased inspecting agency, if avallabie,
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or else In wribng, shall be sent by the Contractor 1o the Inspscting Officer when
the Goods or matsrial to be supplied are ready for inspection and test, and
ne Goods shall ba delivered or dispatched until the Inapacting Officer has cartified
in wtiting that such Goods have been inspected and appraved by him

{b) In casas where the Inspecting Althority specified in the Contract requires on
behail of the Purchasar that inspection of the raw matenals 1o be used and/or
siage inspection during the manufacturing process of the component/ Goods, etc
is also to be done, notice through the onfine portal of the Purchaser Inspecting
agency, i available or sis2 in witing, shall be sent by the Contractor to the
Inspecting Cfficer to visit his premises/works fo test the raw materials and/oc
conduct necessary inspecton durng the manufacturng process of the
companent/ Goods, etc as deemed essential

(¢} Notification of Result of Inspection. Unless otherwise providad in the spacification
of scheduie, the examination of the Goods will be made as soon as practicabie
after the same have been submifted for inspecton and the result of the
examination will be notified o the Contractor.

(d) Inspection Notes: On the Goods being found acceptable by the Inspecting
Officer ha shall iurnish the Coniracior with necessary copies of Inspection Noles

duly completed, for being attached 1o the Cantractor's bill in support thereo!.

() In case the Contract is concluded with traders/ agents for the items. which are
peculiar to the railways, traders/ agents should indicate the source of supply
{manufacturer) and the Inspection for such tems shoukd be caried out at
manufacturer s pramiges rather than the premises of a trader/ agent, 1o ensure
genuineness and quality of Goods. Such Goods, unless otherwise specfied in
the Contract. shall be dispatched to the Consgnes direclly from the
manufaciurers premises, without routing through the premises of such traders/
agents.

6.2 Marking of Goodds:
(@) The Contractor shall, if 50 required, at his own expense. mark all the approved

Goods with a recognized Government or Purchaser s mark The Goods which

cannot be so marked shall if 50, required by the Inspecting Officer, be packed at
his own axpense in sutable packages or cases, each of which shall ba sealed

and marked with such mark.

(b) The Inspacting Officer shall also have power to mark the rejected Goods with
8 rejection mark so thal thay may be easdy identified, if re-submittad for
inspection

6.3 Facilities for test and Examination:

fa) The Contractor shall, at his own expense afford to the Inspecting Officer all
reasonable facilties as may be necessary for satisfying himself that the
Goods are being and/ or have besen manufactured in accordance with the
particulars.

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(b} The Inspecting Officer ghall have full and free access at any ime dunng the
sxacution of the Contract to tha Contractor's work for the purpose sforesaid, and
he may raquire the Contractor to make arrangements for mspection of the Goods
or any part thereol or any material &t his premises or sl any other place
specified by the Inspecting Officer and if the Contractor has been pammitted to
employ the services of a Sub-Contractor, he shall in his Contract- with the Sub-
Contracior, raserve [o tha Inspecting Officer 2 simitar nght.

6.4 Cost of Tests:

(a) The Contractor shall provide. without any extra charge, all materials, tools, labour
and assistance of every kind which the Inspacting Officer may demand of him
for any test and examination, other than special or independent test. which he
shall require lo make on the Confractor's Premises and the Cortractor shall
bear and pay all coste attendant thereon

(b) if the Cantractor fails 1o comply with the conditions aforesaid. the Inspecting
Officer shadl, in his sole judgment. be entitied to remove for test and axamination
all or any of the Goods manufactured by the Contractor to any premmes other
than his (Cantractor's) and in all such cases the Contractor shall bear the cost
of transport andlor carrymg out such lests elsewhere A cedificate in witing of the
Inspacting Officer, that the Contractor has failed (o provide the facilibes and the
means, for test axamination shall be final.

6.5 Delivery of Goods for Test:

The Contractor shall algo provide and deliver for test, free of charge, at such place other
than his premises as the Inspecting Officer may specily. such malenal or Goods as
he may requira

6.6 Liability of Costs for Special or Independent Tests:

in the events of rejection of Gaods or any part thereof by the Inspecting Officer in the
consaquence ol the sample which s removed to the laboratory o diiver places of
test. being found on test not in conformity with the Centract and in the svent of the failure
of the Contractor for any reason lo deliver the Goods passad on lest within the
siipulated periad, the Cantractor shall, on demand pay to the Purchaser all costs incured
in the inspection andfar test. Cost of tast shall be assesssd at the rate charged by the
laboratory to private persans for similar work

6.7 Method of Testing:

@) The Inspacting Officer shall have the nght to put afl the Goods or matenals
forming part of the same or any part thereof 10 such tests as required for the
Goods specified in the Contract.

(b) The Contractor shall not be entitied to object on any ground whatsoever 1o the
method of testing adopied by the Inspecting Officer

6.8 Goods Expended in Test

Uniess otherwise provided for in the Contract if the test proves satisfactory and (e
',,--"'
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Goods or any instalment thereof s accepted. the guantity of the Goods or malenals

expended in the lest will be deemed to have been taken delivary of by the Purchaser
and be paid for as such.

6.9 Powers of Inspecting Officer:
The Inspecting Officer shall have the power, —

(a) before any Goods or part thereof are submitted for inspection, to cenify thal they
cannot be inspacted in accordance with the Caniract owing to the adoption
of any unsatisinctory method of manufacture

(1) to reject any Goods submitted as not baing In accordance with the particulars,

() to reject the whole of the instaiment tandered for mspection, f after inspection of
such partion thereof as he may in his discretion think fit. he is satisfied thal the
same s unsatisfactory.

(d) the inspacting Officer's decision as regards tha rejection shall be final and binding
on the Contractor.

6.10 Inspection towards the End of Dalivery Period:

{(a) If the Cantract requires pre-dispaich inspection of the ordered Goods, the
Contractor shall present the Goods for inspection well in advance of the end
of delivery penod to ansurs complition of the inspection and delivery as per
the Contract, within that period,

(b} The siuation, where the Goods (pan or whole of Contract quaniity) is lendered
for ingpection towards the end of the delivery penoo resuiting in inspection and
dedivery not being completed as per Contract conditions, shall be treated as a
breach of the Contract The Purchaser shall be entitied lo lake action as per
provisions of Clause 13 or may, on wrilten request of the Contractor, take action
as per Clause 7.5.

(2) The Contractor shall not dispatch the Goods till such lime 2s an extension in barms
of sub-clause{b) above is granted by the Purchaser and accepted by the
Contractor,

(d) Notwithstanding the above  if the Goods are digpatched by the Contractor before
an extension letter as sforesald is issued by the Purchaser it shall solely be
at the risk and expense of the Contracior, The Purchaser shall be entited fo
lake action as per provisions of Clause 13 or may, on written request of the
Contractor, take action as per Clause 7.5,

7.2 Progress Reports:

(a) The Contractor shall from bme-to-time, render such reports corgerning the
progress of the Contract and/ or supply of the Goods in such form as may be
required by the Purchaser.

(b) The submission, receipt and acceplance of such reports shall nol prejudice
the nghts of the Purchaser under the Comtract. nov shall operale as an
estoppel againet Purchager marely by reason of the fact that he has not taken
notice off or subjected to test any information contained in such report.

(c) Progressing of deliveries' The Contractor shall allow reasonable facilities and free
access 1o his works and records o the Inspecting Officer, or such other Officer
85 may be nominated by the Furchaser for the purpose of sscertaining the
progress of the deliveries under the Contract

7.3 Deilvery, Inspection and Acceptance of Goods:

(8) The Contractor shall, s may be required by the Purchaser, deliver the Goods as
per the conditions of the Contract The defivery will not be deemed to be complate
until ana unless the goods are inspected and accepted by the Inspecting Officer
as provided in the contract.

(c) Notwithstanding any inspection and approval by the Inspecting Officer on the
premises of Contractor or manufacturer. as the case may be. property in the
Goods shall not pass on o the Purchaser until the Goods have been received,

inspected and accepted by the Consignes.

(d) No Goods shall be defiverable (o tha Consignee on Sundays and public holidays
or beyond normal office hours without the wrilten permission of the Consignee
{e) Perishable Goods For Goods with & imited sheif ife. the Contractor shall ensure
that at laasl 76% (or any other percentage stipulated in the Coniract) of sheif
life remains balance on delivery date. The Purchaser reserves its rights to

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7.4 Time is the essence of the Contract:

The time for and the date specified n the Contract or as extended for the defivery of the
Goods shall be deetned o be of the essance of the Contract and delivery musl be
completed not later than the date so specified or extended

7.8 Extension of Time for Delivery:

(a) If the Contractor faile to delivar the Goods as per the stipulated deadlines In
the Contract. for any causa which the Purchasar may admit as reasonable ground
for extension of time for delivery, the Purchaser shall allow such additional time
as he considers to be justified by the circumstance of the case, and shall forgo
the whole or such part, as he may consider reasonable, of his claim for such loss
of damage dus o delay in alfecting delivery, Any fadure or delay on the part of
Sub-Contractor, though their employment may have been sanchoned by the
Purchaser, shall not be admitted as a reasonable ground lor any extension of
tme or for exempting the Contractor from liatelity for any such loss or damage as
aloresaid. The dacision of the Purchaser in this regard shall be final and binding
on the Contractor

(b) If extansion of time for delivery period is allowed, as above, Dy the Purchasar with
damages, the amendment giving such an extension shall be subjecl to the
following conditions:

(1) Levy Liquidated Damages (LD). recover from the Contractor as agreed
liquidated damages and not by way of penally a sum equivalent to ¥ (haif)

8.4 Application for payment against time-barred Claims:

8.1 Whenever any claim ar claims for payment of a sum of maney anses out of or

it Is an agreed tarm of the Contract thal the sum of monay or moneys s withheld
or retainad under tha llen referred to above by the Purchaser will be kept withheld
or retained as such by the Purchaser tll the claim ansing out of or under the
Contract is delermined by any of the disputs resalution mechanism as indicated
in the Contract or by the competent court as prescribed under Clause 2.7(c), as
the case may be, and that the Contractor will have no ciaim for interest or demages
whatsoever on any account in respect of such withholding or retention under the
llan referred 1o supra and duly notified as such to the Contractor

9.2 For the purpose of Clausa 8.1, whare the Contractor is a parinership firm or a limded
company. the Purchaser shall be entitied fo withhold and also have a fien to relain
towards such claimed amount or amounts in whole or in part from any sum found
payable to any partnerf mited company. @s the case may be, whether in his
individual capacity or otherwisa.

9.3 Lien in respect of Claims arising from other Contracts:

10. Warranty/ Guarantes:

operate prapery.

(t) The Contractor also guarantess thal the sad Goods would continue to
conform to the description and quality as aforesaid, for a period of 30 months
aftar their dalivery and this warranty shall survive notwithstanding the fact that the
Goods may have besn inspected. accapted and payment therefore made by
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the Purchaser If a longer/ shorter penod of wamanty/ guarantee is apecified
in the Particutars or any other Contract documents, same shall be applicable
instead of perod specified in this clause

() If during the aforesaid pariod, the saii Goods be discovered not to conform 1o the
description and quality aforesaid or have deleroraled. otherwise than by fai
waar and tear. the decision of the Purchaser in that behalfl being final and
conclusive, the Purchaser will be antitied 10 reject the said Goods or such portions
thersol as may be discovered not to conform to the said descripbion and quality
(by way of Issue of “Warranty Rejection Advice”). On such rejection, the Goods
will be at the Contractor's nsk.

Upon receipt of suich rejection notice, the Contractor shall within 60 days.
expeditiously repair or replace, at the oplion of the Purchaser, the defective
Goods or parts thereof, free of cost, at the ulimate destination. Alermatively,
the Contractor can also be calied upon for deposition of equivalent amount
of mjected Goods within the afaresaid penod.

In case of any rectification of a defect or replacement of any defective Goods
