Incomplete tenders of the tenderers which are not full filling any of the
conditions stated below shall become liable for rejection.

1. If the tenderers propose any alteration in the work specified in the
tender or in the time allowed in carrying out the work or any other
conditions.

2. If any of the pages of the tender are removed and / or replaced.

3. If the earnest money for the full amount is not attached to the tender.

4. If in the case of firm, each partner thereof does not sign or the witness on
pages of the tender in the space provided for the purpose.

5. If the percentage additions in the item rate tender is given.



GENERAL CONDITION OF THE WORK

1. The contractor shall have to construct godown at work site
heaving double locking arrangements for storing materials
issued to him as per schedule ‘A’ of the agreement. The
material will be taken for use in the presence of the
departmental person. No materials shall be allowed to be
removed from the site of the work without the permission of
the engineer in charge.

2. It must be clearly understood that the conditions of contract
and specification given are to be rigidly enforced and no
relations on the grounds of customs prevailing is to be
allowed unless and until required by the department for
design requirements.
